Kitchen Chemistry – Cabbage Indicator Workshop
Pre-visit Exercise 
The aim of the cabbage indicator workshop is to help develop pupil’s skills in science enquiry and investigation, observation, recording and reporting.  The workshop will take place in a lab and the children will wear lab coats while taking part in exciting hands-on colour change science experiments.  A discussion of the characteristics of acids and alkalis will follow.  Previous knowledge of acids, alkalis and indicators is not essential.
Prior to your visit to Satrosphere to take part in this workshop, you might like to do a thinking and discussion exercise with your class to get the children thinking about scientists, what they do, how they do it, the skills they use, where scientists work, what scientists wear etc. 

This exercise could be completed in a number of ways.  A good way to do it might be as a “think, pair, share” exercise using the grid provided.  Individually the children could write down two things on the grid about scientists then pair up and discuss and share ideas with their partner.  In their pairs the children could then think together and write down another two things about scientists on the grid.  A whole class discussion could then follow to further share ideas and enable the children to fill in the remaining empty boxes on their grid.
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
