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Kitchen Chemistry

Create your own kitchen chemistry show at home!!

Witches brew 

What you will need; 

Jars/bottles
Clear vinegar

Washing up liquid

Food colouring

Glitter

Bicarbonate of soda 

Density layers 

What you will need; 

A jar or bottle 

Honey

Water 

Food dye

Kitchen items (i.e. rice, sultana, matchstick etc)
Cornflour slime

What you will need; 

Plastic cup 

Spoon 

Cornflour

Water

Food dye 
What to do;


Fill your jar until it’s almost full with vinegar. Add a few drops of food colouring, a squirt of washing up liquid and a pinch of glitter. When you’re ready, add a spoon full of bicarbonate of soda and watch it bubble and foam! 





Top tip – try it out with different sized bottles to get a different bubbling effect.





What to do;


Carefully pour some honey into the bottom of a tall jar. On top of that carefully add some coloured water. Once settled, add oil. All layers should be roughly the same depth. You can then add different kitchen items to find their density.





Top tip – remember, a solid will fall through the liquids until it reaches a liquid that is more dense than itself. 





What to do;


Add a couple of spoonfuls of Cornflour into a plastic cup. Add a few drops of food dye and water and start to mix. Slowly add a little of water at a time while slowly stirring the mixture until you have the right thickness of slime. 





Top tip – leave the slime overnight to dry out then you can tip it into the bin.
