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Kitchen Chemistry Show Teacher’s notes 
A workshop for any age group
Duration: 30 min show (15 minutes will be required between sessions for turnaround)
Maximum numbers: 50 in show theatre 
A brief introduction
Kitchen chemistry explores the idea that science is accessible to everyone by using simple kitchen ingredients. Pupils will enjoy a fun 30minute science show.
What to expect

Pupils watch a 30 minute science show which explores the idea that everyday kitchen items can be used to make a fun and exciting science show. This is an interactive show – however no volunteers are required.  
What is covered?
· Kitchen items can be used to create a science show
· Science experiments can be carried out at home if proper safety percussions are in place.
· Science experiments are accessible to anyone in their own home.

Extension work
Pupils can try out their own show at home using the experiment cards. 
Outreach
When we do Kitchen chemistry show on outreach, we require a demonstrators desk at the front of room and rows of chairs for pupils, a data projector and screen (we can provide these if not available.) Due to the setup of the workshop, we need a room with a sink and to be in that room for the whole day. We will need to access the room half an hour before the first group to set up and half an hour to clear up at the end of the day. 15mins turn around time is needed between groups.
