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Soap Enterprises teacher’s notes 
A workshop for P6-S6
Duration: 1hour 30 minutes 
Maximum numbers of pupils per workshop: 20 (5 groups of 4)
Cost: £4.50
A brief introduction
An Enterprising activity which allows groups of pupils to form a business where they design and market their own brand of soap. Each business makes their own soap and each pupil takes a soap home. 
What to expect
Children will be expected to work in groups and fully participate in the activity. Each group of 4 will make a set of soaps using equipment from Enterprise Soapbox (www.enterprisesoapbox.co.uk). There will be a short presentation on the chemistry of soap and how it works. Each member of the group will be given a role in their ‘business’ and as a team will design, market and cost their soap product. At the end of the workshops, the groups will have produced a proposal poster and give a short 2 min presentation.

Outreach

When we do the Soap Enterprises workshop on outreach we require 1 table at the front, 5 groups of tables with 4 chairs at each group. Due to the setup required we need to be in 1 place for the duration of the visit. Incase of spills it is better to be in a room without a carpet. We require access to a power supply in the room, a computer and projector (we can provide these if not available). We will need access to the room for an hour before the 1st session and half an hour after the last session.
It is important that the lead teacher discusses these requirements with a member of our education team prior to the visit.
