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Sound Factor Show teacher’s notes 
A workshop for p1-3
Duration: 30 minutes 
Maximum numbers of pupils per show: 30
A brief introduction
Sound surrounds us all the time, but what exactly causes sounds? This show explores this concept and invites everyone to become sound detectives! 
What to expect
This 30 min show uses a variety of props to demonstrate that sound if caused by vibrations. Pupils are encouraged to share their own ideas about sound and be actively involved in the show. 
What is covered
· Sounds are made by making  vibrations

· A vibration is a repeated movement

Ideas, Skills and Attitudes

We develop our sessions with a focus on the ideas, skills and attitudes that we would like participants to gain from them.

Ideas

· Sounds are made by making  vibrations
· A vibration is a repeated movement
Skills 

· Pupils can share their own ideas and be actively involved in discussions. 
Extension work
Pupils can go on to learn and understand how we hear and learn about the structure of the ear. 

Pupils can make their own instruments (drums, tambourines) to reinforce the concepts of repeated movements 
Outreach

When we do the Sound Factor show on outreach we require one clear table at the front of the room for the equipment to be set out. The chairs for the audience should be arranged to face this way. We also require a data projector and screen (we can provide these if not available.) We will need to access the room half an hour before the first group to set up and half an hour to clear up at the end of the day. 10mins turn around time is needed between groups.
