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Day and Night Teacher’s notes 
A workshop for p1-4
Duration: 30-40 minutes (10 minutes will be required between sessions for turnaround)
Maximum numbers of pupils per workshop: 25
A brief introduction
Why is it dark at night? Why is it light during the day? Does the Earth move? This interactive show will provide the answers. 

What to expect

Pupils will learn about why it is dark at night and light during the day. Using models and pupil interaction, the concepts of the Earth spinning and rotation around the sun are covered. 
What is covered?
· Identify the differences between day and night

· The Earth spins once every 24hrs creating days and nights
· The earth rotates around the sun once a year

By safely observing and recording the sun and moon at various times, I can describe their patterns of movement and changes over time. I can relate these to the length of a day, a month and a year. 
Ideas, Skills and Attitudes

Ideas
· The Earth spins around 360º a day
· The Earth orbits the sun once a year.
Skills

· Pupils can distinguish the difference between Day and Night
· Pupils can explain why it is day in some countries and night in others
Attitudes

· Pupils can work together in groups.
Extension work
Pupils can look into the phases of the moon. 
Outreach

When we do the day and night workshop on outreach we require a room which can be dark when lights are off. Due to the setup required we would prefer to be in 1 place for the duration of the visit. A power supply is required for a lamp. We also need a laptop, project and screen though we can provide these if not available. We will need access to the room for approx half an hour before the 1st session and half an hour after the last session. 
It is important that the lead teacher discusses these requirements with a member of our education team prior to the visit.
